ANALYSING THE “SPECIAL RELATIONSHIP” BETWEEN THE UK AND
THE US THROUGH A LINGUISTIC REALM

Abstract (in Eng). The article examines the significance of the Special Relationship from the perspectives of the UK and
the US by analysing corpuses of British English and American English text using Google Books Ngram Viewer.

This article was inspired by the casual
empirical observation of political public interests
in a small part of the UK during the year 2016.
From a teenager’s standpoint, the small local
events that reflected the general attitudes were
namely school debates, held three times during
that academic year, with the following topics:
renewable energy, the 2016 United Kingdom
European Union membership referendum and
the 2016 United States presidential election.
Adult conversations mostly revolved around the
last two subjects, though it is understandably
difficult, especially with five years passed, to
trace exactly the proportion in which the topics
were given attention.

It can with a certain clarity be recalled that the
US election was considered a point of interest
and as widely discussed as for interviews of
applicants to secondary schools to have included
discussion-provoking and general knowledge
questions regarding this topic. In fact, a part

of the Head’s speech delivered on open day to
a secondary school — that is, in a non-political
scenario — was dedicated to Mr D. Trump and
mentioned the upcoming US presidential election
as the determining event in 2016 politics.

This circumstance became a subject of interest
and contemplation. While it is true that the US
election and the Brexit referendum were two of
the most anticipated political events of 2016, it
regardless seemed that a careful interpretation
should be given of the fact that so much attention
in the UK was placed on the elections in the US.

In order to continue investigating the matter
and avoid biased perception, the Author was
required to verify thatitis possible touse deductive
reasoning, in other words, that the local events
observed by the Author were not coincidental
or of a unique character but indeed reflected
the pattern formed in the political outlooks of
the general public. Seeing as the two political
events were developing simultaneously, such
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pattern may to a certain extent be confirmed by
analysing the same time series for fluctuations in
the frequency of written appearance of some key
words related to the events. Comparing the results
across British English and American English text
corpuses would give an understanding of the
amount of attention given to each political event
in literature published in the UK and the US
respectively [4].

For conducting such research, the words
“Brexit” and “Trump” were chosen as the a) most
characteristic of the events and b) unlikely to be
used in other contexts. The analysis of British
English and American English text corpuses
over the years 2013-2019 with the use of Google
Books Ngram Viewer revealed the following.

Firstly, the appearance of both words in text
corpuses indeed saw a noticeable growth during
the same years and is still on the rise. Secondly,
as could be expected, the word “Brexit” is much
more frequently used in British English, while
the word “Trump” occurs much more often in
the American English text corpus (see Figure 1).
And finally, a surprising tendency which confirms
the Author’s personal experience observations,
was that in British English the word “Trump”
occurred still more frequently than “Brexit” (see
Figure 2).

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Overall, the more common occurrence of the word “Trump” in comparison with the word “Brexit”
was true for both the American and the British English text corpuses (see Figure 3). For the United
States, such a tendency is easily explained by the more extensive discussion of a more pressing matter
— that is, the expected preponderance of public interest towards the internal affairs of the US, namely
the presidential election, rather than to the affairs of the UK, i.e. the Brexit referendum. While for the
United Kingdom a reverse situation would be expected, what we actually observe is a much higher rate
of use for “Trump” than for “Brexit”, hinting at a higher importance being placed by the British onto
the presidential campaign of Mr Trump rather than the Brexit referendum.

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A certain insight into the significance of the special relationship between the UK and the US could
be acquired through a similar corpus research with the term “special relationship”. This case differs
from the investigation of “Trump” and Brexit”, in that the collocation “special relationship” may refer
to a much wider range of subjects, from religious context to unspecified use [1]. However, if we look
at the general pattern of the “special relationship” in use (Figure 4), it is easily seen that the tendency
coincides with the evolution of the actual socially constructed identity which stands behind the term.
“The geopolitical glue which held the relationship together from the later 1940s began to fall away
with the end of the cold war” [3, 65] , which correlates with the upwards trend on the graph gaining
momentum in the 1940-1950s and dropping sharply in the early 1990s, the communist regimes in the
Soviet-bloc countries of eastern Europe having collapsed in 1989-90, finally ending the Cold War with
the subsequent signing of the Belavezha Accords [2].

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Thus if we split the statistics into British English and American English data, we will be able to see the

relative frequency of the “special relationship’s” occurrence in the published materials of both countries
(Figure 5). While much of the literature on the subject on the US—-UK relations does not capitalise the
term “special relationship”, searching for case-sensitive “Special Relationship” will, while turning out
a lower frequency of occurrence, most likely reflect the use of this term in contexts that focus on it
in more detail (Figure 6). In that case, it should be noted that when examining those contexts, which
presumably place a greater significance onto the “Special Relationship”, the discrepancy between the
British English and the American English text corpuses is even more noticeable.

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the US-UK relationship does not economically
dominate the transatlantic relations, with the
leading US import and export destinations not
being at all indicative of a special preference for
trade with the UK. While the US stands as the
single largest export destination for the UK [7]
and is one of the tree countries that dominate a
third of the United Kingdom’s imports, the UK’s
share in the American export volume amounts to
little more than 4% and is not at all included in
the top ten import markets of the US [6].

The incomparable positions of the US and
the UK economies on the world arena (Figure
7) initially deem the relationship to be treated
differently by the two countries. And with
economics lying at the heart of politics, the trade
statistics definitely speak of the US’ dominating
role in this partnership. Even on the fronts of
defense and national security, there exists a
certain uneasiness over the UK’s dependency on
the US maintenance of the UK nuclear power,
claimed to be more cost-effective than supporting
a nuclear complex independently [11] - which of
course is hardly a holistic explanation.

Yet, what we observe is a steadily developing
relationship on the existing terms of unwritten
inequality (see Figure 8). Perhaps Brexit may
become the turning point in the mutual politics of
the two countries. Britain may hope to have made
a first step towards a new format of international
partnership which hopes to remove unnecessary
bindings from integrational groupings and shift
the focus to economical boundaries and trade
regions rather than the expiring role of political
and military division [8]. If the United Kingdom
is to relieve itself of the overwhelming influence
of the United States without incurring inevitable
financial loss, it may hope to secure new deals
that would compensate for the huge market share
currently occupied by the US and be in line with
the optimistic outlooks towards renewed regional
globalization.
